
2006was a dynamic, challenging, and successful year in the history of Day Nursery
Association of Indianapolis (DNA), Indiana’s oldest and largest early care and

education agency. We have been serving young children and their parents in the Indianapolis
metropolitan area since 1899, and each year brings its successes and challenges. I am happy to
report to you (customers, donors, volunteers, board members, and staff) that 2006 was a year
of strengthening and developing our abilities to continue this legacy of early childhood
education.

Licensed child care “slots” have decreased in availability from one “slot” per 3 children to
one “slot” per 4 children over the last five years. This means that families are seeking care from
unregulated providers in growing numbers, a trend we believe has largely economic necessity
as its basis. However, even though regulations do not guarantee excellent programming, there
are standards which do contribute to safety and well being of
children, and thus, this is a trend that demands our attention.
We have attended to it through Child Care Answers, Day
Nursery’s referral and training program that serves the
community outside of the seven Day Nursery early care and
education centers.

About 60% of young children attend child
care programs in settings other than licensed
centers, of which there are 152 in central
Indiana. This includes church related
programs (registered ministries) and licensed
and unlicensed home cares. Services are
less expensive than in licensed centers, and
thus there is less money available to pay
workers. According to “Working in Child Care in

Indiana”, a recent workforce study conducted by the Indiana

Association for the Education of Young Children, the great majority of adults who
care for Indiana’s youngest children earn less than a living wage. With minimal, if any,
educational and training requirements imposed on the majority of settings, it is only
the motivated provider who seeks out the education provided through Child Care

Answers, Ivy Tech Community College, and the Indiana Association for the Education of Young
Children. This study documents a median hourly wage of $12.68 for directors, $7.95 for
teachers, and $8.83 for home child care providers. In contrast, Day Nursery center directors
earn 50% above this median and teachers earn 36% more. Additionally, Day Nursery staff is
provided health insurance and retirement benefits, the case in only 1/3 of other settings
surveyed.

We are proud of our ability to take care of Day Nursery’s employees in this way, while at the
same time we recognize we must continue to strive for compensation that supports strong
recruitment and retention rates among staff. We have a ways to go.

As an agency partner, Day Nursery’s leadership helped United Way of Central Indiana develop
and build its initiative, SUCCESS BY 6 which
has provided the local world of early childhood
education with important services such as the
Imagination Library and the Born Learning

Campaign.

This type of leadership in the early childhood education community
also manifests itself through roles played by our staff. Marsha Hearn
Lindsey served the first of a two year term as President of the Indiana
Association for the Education of Young Children Board of Directors in
2006, and Susan Davis held the President’s gavel in the Day Nursery
Auxiliary. They win “Above and Beyond” awards for their service.

2006 Highlights from the Day Nursery Centers

National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC)

accreditation is awarded every three years to centers that meet stringent
program and physical standards. This year, for the first time in Day Nursery
history, all of our centers achieved current accreditation status at the same time.
Less than 10% of early childhood programs reach this standard of excellence.

New partnerships established:

• I STAR; a statewide electronic tracking system that records data on 
individual children accessible by any IN early education program through 
high school. This is a huge step forward in monitoring children’s progress as 
their families relocate within the state.

• Ivy Tech; Day Nursery has been selected to be the exclusive site for student 
interns who seek AA degrees through its Dept. of Early Childhood Education.

• Young Audiences completes its 6th year of providing arts enrichment
programs at Day Nursery. This partnership has developed into a model for
“Arts Education for Preschoolers” and is being showcased and replicated
on a national scale.

Enrollment grows, strengthening seven Day Nursery Centers

• DNA at Guion Road has struggled to get “on its feet” since 2003. This
year, enrollment topped 90 children for the first time. Indy’s west side
has a growing population of young, low income families, so the need is

great and Guion Road is there to serve. Sixty-five percent of the children
served are eligible for financial assistance.
• DNA in Hendricks County successfully relocated (with 78 children) from 

Plainfield to the Clarian West campus in Avon in July. By year’s end, over 
120 children were enrolled and the center was “in the black”.

• DNA Wiles Center completed 40 years of service in the downtown 
Chatham Arch neighborhood. In September, 60 children and the staff were 
successfully relocated to other Day Nurseries and the property was put up 
for sale. A garage sale was held and over 50 community child care providers
were able to enhance their settings with previously owned furniture and 
equipment.

• DNA accepted children and staff from St. Christopher’s Center, after it 
closed its doors in September.

• Center based staff received a day of professional development training at 
the annual DNA Staff Conference November 4, held at Anthem’s 
headquarters. Over 150 men and women attended workshops, a keynote 
address and a health and wellness fair.

Thank you for another year of your support and trust as we continue to serve
young children and their families in the central Indiana area. We think there is
no more important work to be done.
