Nutrition:  Your child will be served complete and nutritious meals at Day Nursery to 
include breakfast, lunch and two snacks.   
 
Health Screenings:  Our Nurse Practitioner makes monthly visits to the center to 
administer immunizations and monitor the general health of the children.  We offer  
yearly vision screenings and dental exams at low or no cost to you.
